Each Mass will have both girls and boys from your child’s class making their First Holy 
Communion together.  
 
Your child will be given their First Holy Communion medal to wear and boys will also be given 
their sash to wear on the Friday before they make their First Holy Communion but the boys 
MUST return their sash to school on the Monday so that it can be cleaned and prepared ready 
for the next group.

Red sashes for the boys are provided by school.
