To the families of children in Mr Peacock’s Year 4 class, 
 
As you will be aware, we have worked very hard in order to ensure that our school is 
a Covid-secure and safe place for our pupils and our staff. 
 
We have carefully followed all of the Public Health advice and guidance, and have 
carried out an in-depth risk assessment in order to put in place measures to 
minimise the risk of the virus spreading.  This risk assessment is regularly reviewed 
as guidance is updated. 
 
Unfortunately, we have had a pupil in Mr Peacock’s class test positive and, due to 
them being required to self-isolate at home, we have followed guidance from Public 
Health England and closed Mr Peacock’s Year 4 class bubble.  
 
At this time, we have no choice but to take this action to ensure the safety of staff 
and pupils while they are in school in line with Public Health England guidance 
relating specifically to this particular case in school. 
 
This is a temporary arrangement. We have been informed that we are able to 
reopen Mr Peacock’s class bubble on Tuesday 17th November. 
 
Mr Peacock will be in touch tomorrow regarding work your child will be set in order 
to continue their studies at home and I will make contact with every family during 
this time to check in with our children.
